Tempe, AZ — Ever had one of THOSE days? Childsplay, Arizona’s professional theatre company for young
audiences and families, invites kids and families to follow Alexander through a really, truly bad day. This
tongue-twisting title with music and all of the characters from the popular children’s book will make

audiences remember what it’s like to have a day that starts out badly and just gets worse!

Director D. Scott Withers states, “What is wonderful about following Alexander through such a day is that
we get to sit outside and observe, and laugh, and empathize and have a great time watching how he gets
through this day. He faces it with grit, determination and spunk and he never really loses his hope for the

fact that some how...some way...some where (perhaps in Australia?)...his day will get better.”

Performances of Alexander... will take place May 3 through May 25 at the Tempe Center for the Arts
Mainstage, Weekends at 1 pm and 4 pm. The Target Storybook Preview Performance will be on April 27

Synopsis

The play opens with the song “If | were in charge of the world” with characters reciting how they have had
bad days. The audience sees Alexander wake up with gum in his hair and he knows from the start that he will
have a very bad day. He does not get a toy in his cereal, his teacher does not like his drawing, the dentist tells
him that he has a cavity and they do not have any cool sneakers in his size. It is definitely a terrible day; in
fact, Alexander would simply love to run away to Australia. Will Alexander’s bad day ever end or will

tomorrow just be as bad?

From the Page to the Stage: Turning a Book into a Play

Alexander and the Terrible, Horrible, No Good, Very Bad Day is based on JudithViorst’s own son. Viorst
was inspired to write a book about her youngest son because he was consistently having bad days. In an
interview, Viorst stated that “Alexander seemed to be having A LOT of bad days. He fell out of trees, fell off
of chairs, broke his wrist, knocked out his front teeth, and, in addition to these breaks and bruises, was
involved in a variety of non-physical disasters and disappointments.” Viorst felt that it was important to give

young people an opportunity to think about bad days (and even laugh about them).

Adapting her book for the stage, Viorst divided the book into episodes, and then “went through the book
episode by episode. | wanted to keep that narration virtually word for word, which I did, while fleshing out
the events Alexander describes. And so | gave dialogue to his brothers, parents, friends, etc., and put in a lot
of dramatic action, showing as well as telling Alexander's story.” Viorst then made the decision to add music:
“As long as | was opening up Alexander's story, | decided it would be fun to also have his story told through
songs.”
