- Working within the established policies and procedures of the organization, with the
assistance of a Master Carpenter and over-hire labor and with oversight from the Director of
Production.

- Set build for each production per season.

- Assistdesigners as needed.

- Establish and implement a weekly schedule to maintain the technical shop area and
theatre technical equipment.

- Provide general support of the overall production quality of each show.

- Provide assistance, when needed, for technical set-up on the property for special events.
